Challenges of Merged Tribal Districts”

A seminar titled, “Khyber Pakhtunkhwa’s NFC Share 
and the Financial & Administrative Challenges of 
Merged Tribal Districts” was held on December 1, 

2025, at UET Peshawar, under the directives of the Chief 
Minister Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. Dr. Syed Akhtar Ali Shah, 
Chairman Good Governance Forum and former Chief Sec-
retary and IGP attended the event as the keynote speaker 
and appreciated UET Peshawar for organizing a timely semi-
nar on a critical national issue. Dr. Shah explained the con-
stitutional framework of the National Finance Commission 
(NFC) and highlighted structural weaknesses in the federal 
fiscal system. He pointed out that despite the inclusion of indicators such as backwardness, revenue generation, and inverse population den-
sity in the 7th NFC Award, population alone still carries about 82% weightage, adversely affecting Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. He also outlined the 
severe challenges faced by the merged tribal districts, including terrorism, floods, displacement, energy costs, economic slowdown, and infra-
structure damage, and criticized the non-release of the annually committed Rs. 100 billion for these districts. 

Dr. Shah emphasized the constitutional guarantees under Articles 160 and 161, including net hydel profit and royalties on natural resources, 
and stressed the urgent need for a new NFC Award, regular meetings of the Council of Common Interests (CCI), and improved intergovern-
mental coordination to ensure fair resource distribution. 

The seminar was attended by Senior Dean Prof. Dr. Rizwan Gul, Dean Electrical Engineering Prof. Dr. Syed Waqar Shah, Registrar, Dr. Khizar 
Azam Khan, Treasurer Mr. Shahid Nawaz, faculty members, administrative staff and a large number of students.
